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· Athletic excess insurance provides secondary insurance coverage to student athletes injured while participating in an intercollegiate sports practice or game
· Athletic excess insurance help reduce the out of pocket expenses incurred by student athletes for medical expenses associated with these injuries
· All medical bill MUST be processed through the student-athletes’ primary medical insurance before being submitted to the secondary athletic excess insurance.

The Accident Claim Process:
1. An accident claim form must be completed by the athletic trainer and signed by the student-athlete.
2. The athletic trainer will need ITEMIZED bills from the physician’s office/hospital/physical therapy clinic, ect. The bill you normally receive in the mail is usually a summary of charges and is not itemized. The student athlete will need to call the physician’s office/hospital/physical therapy clinic, ect. to have the itemized bills mailed to them. Pictures of bills will not be accepted.
3. The athletic trainer will need the explanation of benefits (EOBs) from your health insurance company. These are automatically mailed to you. Or they are available on your online health insurance portal if you have one set up.
4. If you pay for any bills, please forward the receipts. Without these, you will not be reimbursed.
5. This can be a lengthy process. Be patient and turn in paperwork promptly. NOTE: Submission of an accident claim form or outstanding bills is NOT A GUARENTEE OF PAYMENT.
